1. CALL TO ORDER - Attendance. All Commissioners were in attendance.

2. PUBLIC COMMENTS
Richard O’Donnell gave public comment about Prospect Park. No other comments were given.

Commissioner Weekley noted the skate park at Sylvan Park had divots in the concrete and had graffiti which
needs to be removed. Commissioner Ferrari gave comment on Smiley Park and people trying to use the wi-fi
from the Libary. Additionally, a resident commented to Commissioner Ferrari that there weren’t enough
benches in Smiley Park. Commissioner Ferrari also gave comment on the Juneteenth event, specifically that he
supported it and would like to have an open discussion about how the process for approving events like that
could be made to run more smoothly.
